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Requirements for diploma theses in the field 
of Horticulture: Seed Science and Technology
1. Students of the Horticulture: Seed Science and Technology program perform a Master's thesis. Preparation and submission of the diploma thesis is obligatory for the student to take the diploma exam.
2. The topic of the diploma thesis should be consistent with the field of study, and the thesis may be carried out in the departments of the Faculty related to the field of Horticulture: Seed Science and Technology, and also in scientific and teaching units outside the Faculty and even outside the University. 
The topics of the theses are submitted by: 
• heads of independent scientific and teaching units, 
• students, 
• entrepreneurs or other external institutions. 
When submitting the topics of diploma theses, the head of a department takes into account the research conducted in the department, including projects financed from external funds, the scientific achievements of the academic teachers employed in it, and the technical and organizational capabilities allowing for their implementation. The student may submit his/her own proposal for the topic of the diploma thesis and the method of its implementation, in particular, when the planned experiment: 
• refers to the activity in the student scientific movement, 
• it is related to the workplace in which the student is employed, 
• meets the needs of the student's or family's business. 
The student's initiative requires agreement with the future supervisor and the approval of the head of the unit. An entrepreneur or other external institution may submit a proposal for cooperation in the scope of carrying out diploma theses to independent scientific and teaching units or to the dean.
3. The diploma thesis should verify the student's achievement of the assumed learning outcomes. In addition, it should be a coherent, logical text, written correctly in English appropriate to the field of horticulture, especially seed science and technology. Editorial requirements for diploma theses can be found on English version of the Faculty's website in the "MSc Thesis" tab, document “Writing thesis guide”.
4. The Master's thesis should demonstrate the ability of a student to define and solve the problems, and use research methods applied in the field of horticulture, especially seed science and technology. The subject of the thesis may be the performance of a research task, the solution of a technological problem, the development or improvement of a research/measurement method, etc. It should be conceptual, scientific in nature and prove the graduate's in-depth knowledge in the field of study.
